Meeting Minutes 5/24/11

Secretary report: The April minutes were presented and approved.
Treasurer’s report: The year-to-date profit and loss statement was reviewed.  Stephanie informed the PTO that we would not be receiving money from the Burger King night held earlier this school year due to this area’s Burger King filing bankruptcy.  Wendy’s nights brought in approximately $3000.00 so far this year.
  Committee reports: 

· Assemblies: Jen Stoll is planning the assemblies for the 2011-2012 school year.  Currently Wheel of Wisdom and Skydome are the planned assemblies for next year.  It was suggested that the teachers take over planning assemblies, but Mr. Gordon indicated that he felt teachers would appreciate if assemblies could remain a PTO-planned event.  It was also suggested that students be given the opportunity to attend assemblies highlighting performances from district special events such as band/musicals/special musical groups from other schools such as the high school and middle school.   Mr. Gordon indicated that this issue could be addressed at the upcoming district PTO meeting.
· Field Day: Jen Buckley updated the PTO on the plans for this year’s field day events.  We currently have enough parent volunteers signed up to assist with field day.  The PTO discussed paying for 2 bounce mazes and a dunk tank for use at field day.  Jen also discussed providing popsicles for students at field day.   The PTO will communicate to parents that students need to bring water bottles to school on June 6 for field day.  Jen will ask Mr. Maveus to communicate with teachers re: the need for scissors to open popsicles.
· Manna Gift Cards: It was suggested that gift cards could be utilized by room mom’s to provide gifts to teachers for teacher appreciation/birthday/end of year gifts.  The funds could be collected and teachers could be given an order form to choose which gift cards they would like to receive for each event. 
Old Business:

· Committee Chairs: Volunteer(s) are still needed to coordinate Market day for the 2011-2012 school year.
· Health and Wellness Committee: 
· Mark Moeller is the current parent volunteer for the McDole Health and Wellness Committee.  It was suggested that Mark provide feedback about the committee at next year’s PTO meetings and/or work with the Fun Lunch committee to enhance next year’s fun lunch options.

· Martne and Kevin suggested that the PTO solicit additional parents to participate in the committee and/or put a formal PTO committee in place to participate with the Health and Wellness Committee.  
· One concern addressed by the group was that, by putting together a PTO committee for the Health and Wellness committee, decisions made by the district regarding lunches and snacks could be perceived by parents as a PTO decision.  

· The committee is also interested in involving the community in things such as a Spring 5K fun run.
New Business:

· Field Day: 

· Money was approved to purchase 700 popsicles for students attending field day events (no more than $100.00). 
· $887.25 was approved to pay for 2 bounce mazes, dunk tanks and set-up/supplies from bounce town for field day.

· Recycling: It was suggested that the PTO investigate the opportunity to raise funds by recycling empty capri-sun juice bags. This opportunity will be offered to student council.  It was also discussed that there may be limits in the number of juice bags that will be accepted for recycling.
· Summer fun: Several area bowling alleys including Brunswick Zone in Naperville offer free/reduced bowling during the summer.
